$42.25 billion available - helps expand high-speed internet
access through broadband planning, deployment, mapping,
equity, and adoption projects and activities.

$5 billion available - helps to reconnect neighborhoods divided by
infrastructure.

$2.36 billion available - focuses on existing bridges to reduce the
number of bridges in poor condition.
