Background

Chesapeake Bay Program
A Watershed Partnershi

Purpose: To fulfill the requirements of Section 3 of the
Chesapeake Bay Accountability and Recovery Act of 2014.

* This provision requires the Director of OMB to submit an annual,
interagency and interstate Chesapeake Bay Restoration Budget Crosscut
Report to Congress.

e This is a new request for 2016.*

* This request will also fulfill the Chesapeake Bay Program’s commitment
to provide financial information to the public related to the activities in
the Chesapeake Bay Watershed Agreement 2-year workplans.

*OMB intends to use this request and report as a template for future years and appreciates
your thoughtful consideration of which programs and projects are most appropriate for
inclusion.



Information for States to Provide QIE

For States, including the District of Columbia, to the
extent that information is available, the crosscut budget
report is to provide:

1. Estimated funding for any State restoration activity to
be carried out in the succeeding fiscal year.

>  Estimated Federal Fiscal Year FY 2017, which runs from October
1, 2016 to September 30, 2017

2. Expenditures of State funding during current fiscal
year and preceding two fiscal years.
> FY 2014-2016 Expenditures

3. An accounting of funds received from a Federal
agency during the current and preceding fiscal years.
» FY 2014-2016 Operating Levels



Restoration Activities

* Restoration activities include programs and
projects with the express intent to protect,
conserve, or restore living resources, habitat,
water resources, or water quality in the
Chesapeake Bay watershed.

* Includes programs or projects to provide financial
and technical assistance for responsible land use,
stewardship, and community engagement.



Restoration Activities

Categories for consideration include:*

» Physical restoration

» Planning

» Feasibility studies

» Scientific research

» Monitoring

» Education

» Infrastructure development

*Not all categories are relevant to all States or activities. We suggest using
the Chesapeake Bay Watershed Agreement goals and outcomes as a guide
for the types of activities to report.




Restoration Activities

* For this report, restoration activities that have
funding amounts greater than or equal to
$300,000 in the Chesapeake Bay watershed are

required.
» This includes geographic estimations described in slide 9

* OMB encourages States to roll-up funding in
their definitions of a program to meet these

thresholds.



Fulfilling the Request
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e OMB recognizes States face a number of challenges
in fulfilling this request.

» Including that many use different fiscal year cycles than the
Federal government

* OMB will accept the best data States can provide.

» Including reporting using different fiscal year cycles like the state
fiscal year cycle if information is most effectively reported that way

« OMB encourages States to consider any previous
accounting of Chesapeake Bay funding as a model for
this request.



Actions Requested (#1)

Chesapeake Bay Program
A Watershed Partnershi

* Please note the crosscut is limited to programs or activities that
affect the Chesapeake Bay watershed. For most programs, this
means Chesapeake Bay watershed funds will need to be culled
from non-Chesapeake Bay watershed funds.

» For example, Virginia receives EPA funds for State-wide water quality
programs that benefit the Chesapeake Bay, Mississippi River, and
North Carolina Sounds watersheds.

= This crosscut should exclude funding provided for activities in the non-
Bay areas.

* |n cases such as this, you may need to extrapolate Chesapeake

Bay watershed funding.
> For example, if a State-wide water quality program is funded at $1
million annually, and the Chesapeake Bay watershed comprises 30
percent of the State’s total land area, it may be acceptable to
assume that the Chesapeake Bay watershed receives $300,000
annually from this program.
($1,000,000) x (30%) = $300,000
