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A sustainable environmental literacy movement demands strong relationships between school districts and their
community partners. Nowhere is the power of collaboration more evident than in school districts who serve
communities facing socioeconomic challenges. The supports needed for taking environmental literacy work to scale are
being put in place, from states establishing guidelines to partners creating planning guides to emerging capacity building
initiatives. These supports have the potential to empower and accelerate progress more equitably at the local level.
