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BACKGROUND DATA

ELIT Summary [Eull report]

Four of the 8 LEAs that are within the Chesapeake Bay watershed in West Virginia responded to the ELIT in 2019, a
response rate of 50%. When response rate is examined based on the students enrolled in each district, this sample
represents 79% of students in the watershed. 3 out of 4 of responding LEAs in West Virginia scored as not prepared to
implement high quality environmental education. One LEA scored as somewhat prepared.None of the responding LEAs
had systemwide MWEEs available at any of the grade bands. Three out of four reporting LEAs had some MWEEs in place
in elementary and middle school grades

Standards of Learning
e Do you have stand alone environmental literacy standards? If not, where are the major places environmental
literacy shows up in the standards for your state?

o No, there is not a stand-alone environmental literacy standard. At the high school level, this would best
show up in the standards for the Environmental Science class, however, this class is not offered at all
schools (my guess is that it’s not offered at many schools, but | don’t have a way to confirm this). At the
elementary and middle school level, WV has included the engineering design and science literacy skills
from NGSS that could be used to achieve the goal of environmental literacy. Environmental literacy
standards are woven throughout these grades.

e Isclimate change included in your standards? If so, in what disciplines does it show up?

o No, West Virginia State Board of Education adopted the NGSS in 2015, but with revisions in the language
around climate change. West Virginia standards do not link climate change explicitly to human causes --
something NGSS does -- and instead hint at the connection.

o Plant >250 trees on school grounds (and maintain >2,500 trees planted since 2011)
o Install 8 new rain gardens (and maintain >30 existing gardens and wetlands)

® Any major drivers for climate change education beyond standards?
o Efforts: Make school flood proof (flash flooding is a major concern in ridge & valley communities)
® What are the priorities for the next 2 years?
o Stabilize Warm Springs Run through Widmyer Elementary and Berkeley Springs High in Morgan County,
WYV, to minimize impact from frequent flash flooding (e.g., 2011, 2015, 2018)
